CEVIM’S PROVINCIALS’ CONFERENCE
KRAKOW - April 1- 4, 2008
AGREEMENTS
1. – Upon reviewing the agreements assumed in the 2004 General Assembly and the concrete commitments formulated in Mexico 2007, we state with pleasure that we have made advances in the planned way.  Furthermore, we wish to intensify the effort and strengthen the acquired commitments.  
2. - We bring to mind that we promised to inform of the dates of the Spiritual Exercises in every Province to favor the missionaries' participation from other Provinces. 
3.  - Every Provincial pledges to answer the communications of the Secretary of the CEVIM to facilitate the communion among the provinces of Europe.
4. - Every Provincial pledges to favor the assistance of confreres in the meetings organized by the CEVIM.  

5.- With regards to the presence of the Congregation of the Mission in the diverse European organisms, aware of the importance of the participation of the Vincentian Family where decisions are taken which affect the life of persons, especially the poor: 

a) The CEVIM Provincials, through the Permanent Council, will remain in contact and collaboration with the AIC representation, which enjoys a participative status before European organisms. 

b) The CEVIM Secretary shall provide the Provincials information that can be of interest to our Provinces and shall attend to the request of information by the AIC representation. 

c) Each Provincial may direct himself to the AIC representation to express his worries, provide reports or requests related to disadvantaged persons or groups of his country. 

d) The CEVIM Provincials’ Conference will stimulate the collaboration in the reflection about the Vincentian response to poverties and the encouragement of AIC groups in each country. 
6. - For a more effective organization of the meetings of confreres of the CEVIM Provinces, the Permanent Council will elaborate a plan for the next three years, taking into account the contributions and suggestions of the Provincials of each of the linguistic groups. 
7. - We want to continue to look deeply into the contribution that, as missionaries, we can provide to the evangelization of Europe, taking special care of the promotion of the community dimension of Christian life and the attitudes of mercy, simplicity, charity, in communion with the local Churches and being aware of the social realities where life and ministry of the province evolve.  

8. - The CEVIM Provinces will continue supporting the Vice-province of Saints Cyril and Methodius and the Mission in Albania.  
9. - The CEVIM Provinces want to deepen our reflection on giving a response to the missionary challenges in Turkey, Romania and Greece. 
10. - The CEVIM Provinces will continue promoting interprovincial collaboration among us  and with the rest of the Provinces of the Congregation of the Mission, as an international community as we are following Christ Evangelizer of the poor. 

a) We will strengthen the tasks already initiated in the interprovincial collaboration. 

b) We will try to elaborate some common criteria for the interprovincial collaboration. 

c) On raising the possibility of making steps on the reconfiguration of the Provinces in Europe, we shall bear in mind new interprovincial realities (as for example, international communities.)

11. - We have elected as president of the CEVIM for the next three years Fr. Brian Moore and, as vice-president, Fr. Nicola Albanesi. Fr. Antoine Nakad will also be a member of the Permanent Council until the next CEVIM Conference. 
12. - God willing, the next session as CEVIM Conference will take place from the 21st until the 24th (days of work) of April, 2009 in Beirut (Lebanon).
