CEVIM
Minutes of the meeting of 14 July 2010

The CEVIM 2010 meeting was held in Paris during the 41st General Assembly of the C.M.  The President gave a welcome to the four new Visitors (Barcelona, Madrid, Naples and Slovenia) and one new Vice Visitor (Sts. Cyril and Methodius), elected after the previous meeting.  Apologies were received from the visitors of Germany, Poland and Paris.  Because of time limitations, the President proposed to address the most urgent questions on the agenda.

1. Meeting 2010
Given the time limitations at the disposition of CEVIM because of the work of the General Assembly, the President suggested three alternatives:  meet again in a few months, complete the meeting at the time of the meeting of the confreres involved in youth ministry (at the beginning of 2011), treat the matters that are not covered in this meeting at the next one (2011).  The visitors who spoke were in favor of this last alternative, which was accepted by all by a show of hands.
2. Meeting 2011
The President called on the visitor of Slovenia to propose a draft of the program for the next meeting which, according to a previous decision of the visitors, will be in Slovenia.  After his intervention, and some other interventions of the visitors present, the program provides:  the place (Celje), the date (arrival for dinner on 2 May and leave on 6 May or, after the visitor is able to verify the availability of the house, 7 May).  The nearest airports are:  Lubiana (km 50), Graz (km 60), Trieste (km 140).  The money used is the euro and a visa is not necessary, because Slovenia is part of the European Community.   The agenda will include the following point:  a look at the lines of action that came from the General Assembly 2010.  Other themes proposed:  the new poverty at the European level and the European missions (Romania, Turkey, Greece, Albania).

3. Meeting of the confreres involved in youth ministry
Jean-Yves Leboeuf, invited by the President, brought out some ideas on the meeting of the European confreres involved in youth ministry, already approved in the previous meeting of CEVIM. He proposed a meeting of three days at Berceau St. Vincent, with arrival on Sunday evening 13 February 2011 and leaving on the following Thursday (17 February 2011).  
The cost is around 200 euro each, plus the cost of any invited persons (sociologist and confreres or lay persons involved in working with youth (MISEVI, GMV…).  About 40 places are available.  The closest airport is that of Biarritz (an hour by auto from Berceau), while the nearest railway station is in Dax.  From the discussions that emerged from the meting and from the confreres, it would be possible to invite some lay persons, especially in case of Province where lay people are more engaged in youth ministry than confreres.
4. Report of the Secretary
At the invitation of the President, the Secretary read the report which was composed of four parts:  the work of the Permanent Council of last year, the work of the Secretary, the economic report and the need to provide for the election of a new Secretary because he is as the end of his second mandate, and unable to renew it according to the statutes of CEVIM.  The President thanked the Secretary, even on behalf of  the previous President (Corpus Delgado), for his diligent service.  The members gave him a warm applause. 

5. Election of a new Secretary
Rejecting the proposal of Nicola Albanesi to request the secretary to remain in office for a few months, the Visitors present indicated other possible candidates for the office of Secretary of CEVIM.  The candidates proposed are three (Bernard Massarini, Robert Petrovcek, Claudio Santangelo).  The President and the Secretary will verify by the end of the General Assembly their availability before proceeding with the voting the next day.  At the moment of voting Claudio Santangelo was elected as Secretary of CEVIM for the term 2010 – 2013.
